In addition to the South Parking Lot work, the 395 Express Lanes Project will convert the South Rotary Road drop-
off/pick-up lane to a right-turn Express Lane entrance ramp. As part of the South Rotary Road work, crews will install
gates along the South Rotary turn lane, and install traffic signals on Eads Street at North and South Rotary Roads.

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Try Transportation Alternative

As construction begins in the South Parking Lot “Pork Chop” in early 2018, Pentagon commuters should be prepared
for impacts to their commutes. Those who drive alone to the Pentagon may find their journeys to and from work
affected by detours or additional traffic, even if you do not park at the “Pork Chop”.

To beat rush hour traffic next year, now is a great time to try one of many transportation alternatives available to you
at the Pentagon, such as bus and Metro Rail service, carpooling and vanpooling, and slugging (informal ridesharing).
The Mass Transportation Benefit Program can even help qualifying Pentagon commuters obtain a subsidy for transit,
carpooling or vanpooling.

If you plan to continue to drive to work, you might also consider exploring an alternate route to your permitted parking

area. Due to 1-395 Express Lanes construction and other projects on or near the Pentagon Reservation, traffic may
force you to use these alternatives in the future.
